Here are some of ideas of what to do and what not to do once you decide to become a mentor…

	Do
	Don’t

	-Act welcoming towards your mentor match.  Ex: Say hello, chat with them during the break, show them where the cafeteria is, etc.

-Remember what it was like for you when it was your first day of class
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-Come to every class (You’re acting as a role model ()

-Attend required meetings and trainings

-Be supportive and encouraging

-Give them a call if they miss class

-Help them problem solve (We will talk more about this at the next mentor meeting)

-Introduce them to other students in the class

- Fill out your mentor log after every class

- Speak positively of SCALE students and staff

- Speak to Margaret, Sheryl or Sarah if you have any concerns or questions about being a mentor
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- Act as his/her teacher

- Speak negatively of classmates and SCALE staff

- Miss class or show up late

- Miss required meetings
